SEC 30-Day Unsubsidized Yield (%)

a standardized yield calculation created by the SEC, it reflects the income

earned during a 30-day period, after the deduction of the fund’s gross

expenses. Negative 30-Day SEC Yield results when accrued expenses of

the past 30 days exceed the income collected during the past 30 days.
