On the Target Date, the Portfolio’s investment

objective will be to seek to provide a combination of total return and stability of principal consistent

with an asset allocation targeted to retirement.

Sharpe Ratio is a

risk-adjusted measure calculated using standard deviation and excess

return to determine reward per unit of risk. Standard Deviation is a

measure of the degree to which an individual probability value varies

from the distribution mean.

The Morningstar Rating™ for funds, or "star rating", is calculated for

managed products (including mutual funds, variable annuity and variable

life subaccounts, exchange-traded funds, closed-end funds, and separate

accounts) with at least a three-year history. Exchange-traded funds and

open-ended mutual funds are considered a single population for

comparative purposes.
